ñNow it came to pass after these things that God 
tested Abraham, and said to him, "Abraham!" And 
he said, "Here I am." And He said, "Take now your 
son, your only son Isaac, whom you love, and go to 
the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt 
offering on one of the mountains of which I shall tell 
you." So Abraham rose early in the morning and 
saddled his donkey, and took two of his young men 
with him, and Isaac his son; and he split the wood 
for the burnt offering, and arose and went to the 
place of which God had told him. Then on the third 
day Abraham lifted his eyes and saw the place afar 
off. And Abraham said to his young men, "Stay here 
with the donkey; the lad and I will go yonder and 
worship, and we will come back to you." So Abra-
ham took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it 
on Isaac his son; and he took the fire in his hand, 
and a knife, and the two of them went together. But 
Isaac spoke to Abraham his father and said, "My 
father!" And he said, "Here I am, my son." Then he 
said, "Look, the fire and the wood, but where is the 
lamb for a burnt offering?" And Abraham said, "My 
son, God will provide for Himself the lamb for a 
burnt offering." So the two of them went together. 
Then they came to the place of which God had told 
him. And Abraham built an altar there and placed 
the wood in order; and he bound Isaac his son and 
laid him on the altar, upon the wood. And Abraham 
stretched out his hand and took the knife to slay his 
son. But the Angel of the LORD called to him from 
heaven and said, "Abraham, Abraham!" And he 
said, "Here I am." And He said, "Do not lay your 
hand on the lad, or do anything to him; for now I 
know that you fear God, since you have not with-
held your son, your only son, from Me." Then Abra-
ham lifted his eyes and looked, and there behind 
him was a ram caught in a thicket by its horns. So 
Abraham went and took the ram, and offered it up 
for a burnt offering instead of his son. And Abraham 
called the name of the place, THE-LORD-WILL-
PROVIDE; as it is said to this day, "In the Mount of 
The LORD it shall be provided."ñ (Genesis 22:1-14 
NKJV) 
  

 What a tough situation Abraham was in 
when asked to sacrifice the life of his own son of 
promise! For sure today, such would take most 
people (most Christians) totally off guard. Faced 
with the possibility of losing a child even to GOD 
is unthinkable in todayôs world. So, we thank 

GOD for not requiring such, and we thank Jesus 
Christ for making sure such would never be 
asked of GODôs people! 
 The really powerful point of this scripture 
is found in the absolute faith Abraham exhibited 
in Jehovah GOD. Since GOD had honored His 
promise to Abraham and Sarah by presenting 
their old bodies with a son (Isaac), it appears 
Abraham developed an even deeper faith in 
GODôs ability to do anything. 

Yes, Isaac was his beloved son of prom-
ise born to his true wife, Sarah. Yet, GOD, Who 
presented the son to Abraham and Sarah, has 
asked Abraham to show his allegiance (to GOD 
or to his wife and son). Abraham chose GOD 
seemingly knowing that GOD Is able to do 
ñexceeding abundantly aboveò his imagination. 

GOD showed up and showed out in the 
nick of time for Isaac and Abraham. And, cer-
tainly He does the same for us in more instances 
than not. Looking over our lives, Iôm sure many 
of us can attest to GOD always providing and 
making ways out of our perceived óno-waysô. For 
sure, ñHis mercy endures foreverò (II Chronicles 
20:21) even in our personal lives, and in the 
work of this great congregation. 

Jehovah-jireh not only means GOD will 
provide, it also means GOD sees to it! Being a 
member of the Lordôs church and a congregation 
of His church, there should not be any question 
as to His seeing to the best for us. Believe Him, 
and believe in His power and love for you and 
His Church. [Everyone in Christ is a sort of His 
mount in which He provides. Hallelujah!]
